With the blessing of His Eminence Metropolitan llarion, Archbishop of Winnipeg
and the Central Eparchy, Primate of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church of Canada, in
accordance with his Primatial Encyclical of December 1, 2023 - Decision
regarding the adoption of the Revised Julian calendar by the Ukrainian Orthodox
Church of Canada and with the decision of the Parish Council of St. John the
Baptist UOC of Oshawa; St. John the Baptist UOC of Oshawa will switch to the
Revised Julian calendar as of December 20", 2023 AD.

The decision to move to the Revised Julian calendar was approved at a parish
meeting on September 10, 2023 by 76% of those in attendance. The timing of the
change was confirmed in a vote of parish members in attendance on December
3,2023, with a 71% majority.

Consistent with this announcement, the Parish Priest and Council members of St.
John the Baptist UOC of Oshawa will work together to ensure a smooth transition
to the new calendar. An updated schedule of services, including the celebration of
Christmas on December 25th. The New Liturgical Schedule please find below.

HOMILY—About the concern for the salvation of
our neighbors

"No one should seek his own advantage, but that of his
neighbor"

(I Corinthians 10:24).
This is the principle of the saints of God, both now, at one time,
always and forever. This is the principle on which society is
built. Upon this principle can be established the most perfect,
the most God-pleasing and the most prosperous human society.
This is the saving principle for every type of difficulty with
which contemporary men struggle, struggle without victory and
without hope. The holy soul is concerned with where the
homeless will spend the night, how the hungry will be fed, how
the naked will be clothed. The soul is concerned and prays to
God that their neighbors be saved; that their hearts be filled
with love toward God; that their minds be directed
toward God; that the wicked turn from the path of wickedness;
that those wavering in the Faith be strengthened; that those
who are strengthened be sustained; that those who have died
see the Face of God; that the living be written in the Book of
Life in the Kingdom of Light.
Therefore, be careful brethren, how even in like manner, word
for word, can sound the destructive and antisocial principle of
the devil. This principle of the devil says: no one should look at
their own body to preserve it in purity from sin, but rather
everyone should look at the bodies of others in order to ruin
and to destroy them. That no one should look at his own soul,
how to save it, rather everyone should look at the soul of
someone else in order to blacken it, to curse it, to
impoverish it and to destroy it. Let no one look at his house, in
order to build it, and renew it rather let everyone look at the



home of another in order to burn it and demolish it. No one
should

look at his granaries in order to fill them, rather, one should
look at the granaries of others in order to steal from them and
to empty them. See, brethren, how this principle can be either a
principle of good or a principle of evil; a sharp two-edged
sword; an angel or Satan. See how this principle in the satanic
spirit and form has taken momentum on all sides today!

O Lord, Holy Spirit, Who has released these holy words in the
world through the tongue of the apostle of God as bright rays of
the sun to illuminate and not to burn us, help us now to fulfill
them in the proper heavenly sense to the glory of the Triune
God and for the salvation of our

soul.

+++ USEFUL TIPS +++

Confession: You may always confess your sins in the Holy Mystery of
Repentance before Liturgy on Sundays or Feast Days (between 8:45 - 9:30 AM),
as well as before or after Vespers the evening before Liturgy. You may also
arrange to confess your sins on any other day by appointment with the parish
priest.

Holy Communion: Orthodox Christians are encouraged to receive Holy
Communion as often as possible, after having prepared themselves by fulfilling
the prayer rule, fasting, and confession. For additional information about
receiving Communion ask your parish priest. According to our pious Orthodox
tradition we approach the Holy Mysteries regularly and often, for healing of our
spiritual and physical illnesses.

Prayers “For Health” and “For Repose”: You can always request of the church
prayers for health or for the repose of the departed by writing down their names
and passing this list to the Altar before Liturgy for commemoration at the
Proskomedia and during the Liturgy.

Special Services: In time of special needs you can always request special
services, such as: Service of Thanksgiving; Requiem/Panakhyda for the departed;
Blessings; Baptism; Wedding; Funeral; and other services by appointment with
your parish priest. For additional information regarding Special Church Services
and what they are for, please contact your parish priest.



Sunday Fellowship Guidelines

1. For those wishing to sponsor a Sunday Fellowship the sign up sheet is located
in the church office by the main entrance.

2. The Fellowship co-ordinator will ensure that he Hall is available and notify
Father to announce it in church and add it to the monthly bulletin.

3. For Fellowship supplies, the co-ordinator is to ensure the hall kitchen has the
basic supplies necessary to hold Fellowship and if need be, inform the
sisterhood what is needed.

4. All church attendees are invited to a Fellowship gathering. The person or
person’s sponsoring the Fellowship is/are responsible for supplying a light
snack / lunch for those who are attending the church service.

5. The following steps outline the protocols that should be adhered to as closely
as possible when volunteering to hold a fellowship.

6. Hall Set up. The Fellowship team is to ensure the hall is set up for the day of
Fellowship.

7. Preparation of food. This can be done in the hall kitchen or at home.

8. Food Service. It is suggested that the food is either self-serve or set up for the
Fellowship team to do the serving. Every effort must be made to ensure minimal
cross contamination.

9. Sale of leftover food. Any proceeds from the sale of leftover food from the

fellowship are to go into the donation basket to help offset the cost of food
supplies.

10. Clean up & Tidy. Since this is a church event all help is appreciated, but
ultimately the responsibility to leave the hall as it was found lies with the
Fellowship sponsor.

11. Donations and Costs. All donated funds minus any expenses (with receipts)
are to be donated to the church. Participation in this activity does not constitute

a tax refund.

12. Fellowship Form: Please be sure to complete the Fellowship cash control
sheet & submit to the Parish Council Treasurer.

13. Request for Reimbursement must be accompanied by the designated Form
& submitted to the Treasurer in the envelopes provided.
