Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, today’s Gospel from Matthew 14 tells us about
Christ feeding the multitudes — 5000 men plus the women and children, — and we
know that there must have been more women than men. The Fathers teach that the
formula is always the same, Christ gives thanks to His Father — representing the
Anaphora prayers; breaks the bread — representing His body, the Eucharist; gives it
to His disciples to distribute — representing the Priests distributing communion at the
Chalice at each Liturgy — and the people are filled — unto eternal life!

You don’t generally hear the prayer that the Priest says at the Altar as he breaks the
lamb into the 4 main pieces for communion, as the communion hymns are already
underway, but it is:

“Divided and distributed is the Lamb of God: Who is divided, yet not disunited; Who
is ever eaten, yet never consumed; but sanctifying those who partake thereof.” After
all had eaten from the 5 loaves and 2 fish in today’s gospel account, there are taken
up 12 baskets full, one for each of the 12 apostles; and these baskets have been
passed down from the apostles into the hands of the bishops and priests in every
generation and remain ever full — ever eaten yet never consumed!

We gather together at the Divine Liturgy to partake of the greatest miracle of all, the
miracle of the undivided body and blood of Christ God, ever eaten yet never
consumed. There is nothing whatsoever we could ever possibly accomplish that
would be more important than what we are about to receive here at the chalice. Life
itself and not just life but everlasting life that continues to grow, bringing us ever
increasingly into the abundance that is God’s kingdom. Holy Fathers call this the
“Medicine of Immortality.”

We need to be coming to the cup at every opportunity, this is life! If there is anything
standing between us going to receive communion, we should waste no time in
coming for confession and receiving forgiveness. Do not let your grudges, and
unforgiveness deprive you of life.



The Divine Liturgy is leading us in thanksgiving and worship to receive the body and
blood and be united with the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit. The prayers
assume that we are here to be communicants, to partake, not to listen and be
observers. We are being united with the entire Church, the Bride of Christ, both
those here, and with the millions of those who have completed their earthly journey
and are cheering us on from heaven to be vigilant and join them. Millions more of
those who are all around the world today are sharing in the cup with us. We are
joining in communion with the entire Church visible and the invisible bodiless powers
and saints.

It is a great privilege to come to worship our Creator and the Source of all life. This is
the most important work we can do, not just for ourselves, but for the entire world. St.
Seraphim of Sarov is famous for saying, “Save yourself and 1000 around you will be
saved.” We come to participate with our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ Who gave
Himself up “for the life of the world.” May He ever lead us into all that He has
prepared for each one of us, through uniting with Him and the entire Church of all
eternity, through partaking in His very Body and Blood. Amen!

FRIENDLY REMINDER

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ:

At the 24'h Sobor of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church of Canada held in June, 2022, the subject of
finances for the church and its activities was discussed at length by the delegates. Staff of the
Consistory, the head office of the UOCC, has been pared down to a bare minimum. Activities
such as spreading the faith and effectively communicating with the faithful have ground to a
halt for lack of funds. It was determined that the UOCC requires a levy of $120/member in
order to just survive. To actually do its work, additional funds were budgeted as shown below:

Base amount for 2023 120
Office of Missions and Education 16
Communications Officer 9
Youth Ministry

St. Andrew’s College 10
Eastern Eparchy 20
Total 178

St. Andrew’s College is our theological college, where we educate our priests. The Eastern
Eparchy fee supports the residence and activities of our bishop.

Because this amount was passed at the Sobor, our church’s governing body, it is not negotiable.
Additionally, it will be increasing by $5/year for the next two years.

Our own parish membership fee has been held at 5150/member since 2011. In order to cover
the levies from the UOCC, it must increase. Our parish council considered the options and
decided that increasing the membership to $180/member was required. We trust that you, our
generous parishioners, will understand the need for this increase. | will also underline that the
parish is funded not from these membership dues, but from the additional donations that our
parishioners make.

Sunday Fellowship Guidelines

1. For those wishing to sponsor a Sunday Fellowship the sign up sheet is located
in the church office by the main entrance.

2. The Fellowship co-ordinator will ensure that the Hall is available and notify
Father to announce it in church and add it to the monthly bulletin.

3. For Fellowship supplies, the co-ordinator is to ensure the hall kitchen has the
basic supplies necessary to hold Fellowship and if need be, inform the
sisterhood what is needed.

4. All church attendees are invited to a Fellowship gathering. The person or
person’s sponsoring the Fellowship is/are responsible for supplying a light
snack / lunch for those who are attending the church service.

5. The following steps outline the protocols that should be adhered to as closely
as possible when volunteering to hold a fellowship.

6. Hall Set up. The Fellowship team is to ensure the hall is set up for the day of
Fellowship.

7. Preparation of food. This can be done in hall kitchen or at home.

8. Food Service. It is suggested that the food is either self-serve or set up for the
Fellowship team to do the serving. Every effort must be made to ensure minimal
cross contamination.

9. Sale of leftover food. Any proceeds from the sale of leftover food from the

fellowship are to go into the donation basket to help offsite the cost of food
supplies.

10. Clean up & Tidy. Since this is a church event all help is appreciated, but
ultimately the responsibility to leave the hall as it was found lies with the
Fellowship sponsor.

11. Donations and Costs. All donated funds minus any expenses (with receipts)
are to be donated to the church. Participation in this activity does not constitute

a tax refund.

12. Fellowship Form: Please be sure to complete the Fellowship cash control
sheet & submit to the Parish Council Treasurer.

Confession: You may always confess your sins in the Holy Mystery of
Repentance before Liturgy on Sundays or Feast Days (between 8:45 - 9:30 AM),
as well as before or after Vespers the evening before Liturgy. You may also
arrange to confess your sins on any other day by appointment with the parish
priest.

Holy Communion: Orthodox Christians are encouraged to receive Holy
Communion as often as possible, after having prepared themselves by fulfilling
the prayer rule, fasting, and confession. For additional information about
receiving Communion ask your parish priest. According to our pious Orthodox
tradition we approach the Holy Mysteries regularly and often, for healing of our
spiritual and physical illnesses.

Prayers “For Health” and “For Repose”: You can always request of the church
prayers for health or for the repose of the departed by writing down their names
and passing this list to the Altar before Liturgy for commemoration at the
Proskomedia and during the Liturgy.

Special Services: In time of special needs you can always request special
services, such as: Service of Thanksgiving; Requiem/Panakhyda for the departed;
Blessings; Baptism; Wedding; Funeral; and other services by appointment with
your parish priest. For additional information regarding Special Church Services
and what they are for, please contact your parish priest.
